Your Session met last month right after Tom Hatfield gave the second of the 
ñChurch Family Gatheringò Presentations on the Living Room Dialogues.  

Tom gave handouts with the summary information, as did the Worship Com-
mittee for the written surveys.  (If you could not attend either Gathering, or 

did not keep a copy, we have some available in the church office.   Just come 
by or give us a call.)  One of Tomôs recommendations was that for now, First 
Presbyterian Church continue to offer both of the current worship services.  
That will be done, for the present.  There is one change that your Session 
feels Godôs call to offer, for the Fellowship and Unity of the church.   

 

Starting with World Communion Sunday on October 3rd, the first Sunday of 
every month we will hold a single service, a Communion service.  It will be at 
11:00 A.M., so we do not disrupt the vital ministry of our Christian Education 
programs.  The location will alternate between the sanctuary and the fellow-
ship hall.  We will hold the October service in the sanctuary, since the last 

Full Church Communion Service was held on July 4th in the fellowship hall.  
The November 7th service will then be in the fellowship hall.  The emphasis 
of these services will be on our coming together to the Lordôs Table. 

 
When we have special Fellowship meals (Motherôs Day, Fatherôs Day, VBS 
Kick-off breakfasts) we will have full church service in the sanctuary, so that 
the fellowship hall can be set up for the meal.  This is not only for logistics, 

but also to strengthen our fellowship and unity by giving us opportunities both 
to worship and to sit down and eat together. 

 
The Session had 100% attendance at the September meeting, and the vote 
was unanimously in favor of approving the proposal and starting it at once.  
The original proposal ended with these words, which sum up beautifully the 

sense of the Spiritôs leading your Session felt in approving it: 
 

ñThis proposal is to keep our two different church services as they are with 
these changes...for the glory of god and his people, for fellowship and 

unity.ò

Have you ever wondered where our library, The 
Alvina Hood Memorial Library, got its name?  If 
youôve been a member of First Presbyterian 
Church for awhile, probably not.  But I was  
curious.  So, I spoke with Ms. Alvinaôs son, Judge 
John Hood and her niece, Dorothy Strait. 
 
Ms. Alvina was born in 1911 and grew up in  
Natchitoches, La.  Her father, Alvin Good, was a 
professor at Northwestern State University.  In the 
early 1930s Alvina married John T. Hood, Sr. 
(Tom), at which time she became a ñGood Hood,ò 
says Judge John.  In 1945, the Hoods moved to 
Lake Charles and joined First Presbyterian Church 
of Lake Charles.  Alvina was very active and well- 
respected in the church, faithfully teaching  
Sunday School and serving on committees.  She 
was a school teacher prior to World War II, and 
later the librarian at St. Louis High School.  She 
died in 1982.  Sometime after her death, our 
Church dedicated the library in her memory.
